Mass of Air
Purpose: to determine the mass of the air in the classroom and use appropriate resources in finding information needed (hint: you might need d=m/v)
Apparatus: meterstick

Procedure: Determine the mass of the air in the classroom. Create a brief (very short) set of procedures in how you attempt to accomplish this task. Ignore student desks but consider teacher desk, lab tables, and cabinets to be solid. Measure the approximate size of these items since they are somewhat irregular.
Questions:



1) What are your thoughts on the mass of air in the room? Surprised? Explain.



2) What errors were made, intentional and unintentional, in gathering data?



3) How would the mass of the air be different if we took exact measurements 

and if we made no assumptions regarding the solid objects in the room?
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
