Vectors
Purpose: Students will gain a better understanding of vectors
Apparatus: compass, 3x5 note cards
Procedure:
1) In this lab, students will cut 3 note cards in half to create 6 total. 
2) Go outside and find a starting point and ending point away from buildings and solid objects. Create 6 vectors that will take you to the end point and make sure you write each one down on each card.

3) Now go back to the beginning and shuffle the cards and perform each one as you did before and follow each vector that you wrote down and see where you end up. 
4) Do a third trial by starting over and again shuffle the cards

5) Make sure you record all results.

NOTE: Make all vectors a combination of due N, S, E, W and 45o angles.

Questions:

1) What did you notice about each trial that was consistent?

2) Will this always work?
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
